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ANGELS:  PART TWO

THE EVIL ANGELS

Certain angels fell from their original state.  Read Jude 6; Revelation 12:9.
How many?  See Mark 5:9 and Luke 8:30.  
What was their original condition?  Read John 8:44.  Compare Ephesians 4:24 where St. Paul says that the image and likeness of God is “righteousness, holiness and truth.”  

So the devil and the angels that followed him do not stand in original truth.  They turned from God and divine truth in which they were created.  They sinned.  Job 4:18 speaks of God charging these angels with “error.”
2 Peter 2:4 says that God “did not spare angels when they sinned but sent them to hell, putting them into gloomy dungeons to be held for judgment.”

What is the nature now of the devil?  See John 8:44.  See also Genesis 3!

Intro:  Psalm 146:6 “The Maker of heaven and earth, the sea, and everything in them – the LORD, who remains faithful forever.”

God remains faithful to His creation by standing behind what He has instituted within His creation (church, state, home).
Incredibly, angels are appointed by the Lord to protect, keep, and rescue these three realms where God rules in the world from evil!  
The success of life in these three reams is a miracle because Satan is all over the place posing a threat to all three!  
1.  The church: where the pure gospel is preached and the sacraments of Jesus are rightly given.

2.  The state:  where God uses this office to commend those who do right but to punish with the sword those who do wrong (Romans 13) and so that we can live in peace (1 Timothy 2).

See Ephesians 4;27.  The devil can use our sin for more evil.

Satan does not want forgiveness to be given.

No wonder the Small Catechism teaches us to pray in this way:  “Let your holy angel be with me that the evil foe may have no power over me.”  (Morning & Evening Prayers)

So, we are to be “aware” (Ephesians 4:27) and “resist” (1 Peter 5:9).  We are “to put on the full armor of God,” (Ephesians 6:11) so that we can stand against the devil’s schemes.
We are given to trust that Satan is a defeated enemy!  See Mark 1:15, 21-39; 3:11-12, 20-30; 5:1-20; 9:14-32; Hebrews 2:14; 1 John 3:8.
We are given to hear God’s Word, repent of our sin, and to believe the Lord’s promise of forgiveness given in Baptism, in Absolution, in the preaching of the gospel, and in Holy Communion.     
     �”It is God’s creation and work that the human being has a body and soul and can think, speak, act, and accomplish anything, for ‘in him we live and move and have our being’ (Acts 17[:28]).  That this nature is corrupted and that our thoughts, words, and deeds are evil is in its origin a handiwork of Satan.  Through sin Satan corrupted God’s work in Adam, which was then bequeathed to us,” (Formula of Concord, Solid Declaration, I “Original Sin,” in The Book of Concord 538.42).
